Action to be considered:
Motion to approve Change Order No. 1 for the Demolition of 139 Grand Avenue East to Fitzgerald
Excavating & Trucking, Inc.

Overview:

On February 5, 2024, the EDA approved a contract with Fitzgerald Excavating and Trucking, Inc. to
demolish an existing vacant commercial building owned by the EDA at 139 Grand Avenue East. The
project involved the demolition of the approximately 12,800 square foot concrete block building and
several outbuildings, including the removal of all footings, foundations, and paved surfaces within the
general area of the building footprints

During the excavation of building foundations, unforeseen buried concrete structures were discovered
that required additional work to excavate. In addition, a large area of petroleum-based contaminated
material was encountered during the excavation process, halting removal operations. After consulting
with the MPCA,, it was decided to leave the buried material in place until development commences.
Demolition is now complete, and the project is ready to be closed.

Change Order No. 1 compensates for extra work to remove unforeseen materials during excavation. The
net change to the contract amount from Change Order No. 1 is an additional $26,875.00. The table
below summarizes the contract changes.

Original Contract Amount $80,000.00
Change Order No. 1 $26,875.00
Proposed Contract Amount $106,875.00

Funding Sources and Other Fiscal Considerations:

The property is located in the Concord Street TIF District, and demolition is an eligible public
expenditure in this redevelopment district. The demolition project will be fully funded by available
retained increment in the Concord Street TIF Fund.

ACTION TO BE CONSIDERED:
Motion to approve Resolution 2024 — 23

SUMMARY:

South St. Paul’s Croatian Hall is set to receive approximately $195,000 in cultural heritage funds under
a provision included in the 2024 Legacy Budget bill passed by the Minnesota State Legislature and
signed by Governor Walz. The provision, authored by Rep. Rick Hansen, provides $195,000 for
restoring and operating the hall as a community gathering space and preserving the history and cultural
heritage of Croatian immigrants in Minnesota. This funding will be used to update HVAC, Fire
Suppression, and Kitchen facilities as well as to make ADA improvements and other needed structural
and cosmetic improvements at the Croatian Hall.

The State funding, while helpful, is offered to the applicant as a “reimbursement” grant, meaning the
Croatian Hall will need to self-fund the improvements initially and then submit reimbursement requests
to the State as the work is completed. The Croatian Hall, a non-profit entity, does not have sufficient
cash on hand to carry these costs, and has inquired as to whether the EDA’s business and development
loan program could provide a “bridge” to financing these improvements.

Staff has reviewed business and personal financial information related to the request for gap financing,
and 1s prepared to recommend that the EDA extend a deferred loan from the EDA’s Business
Development Fund to Hrvatski Dom Association for the project. The following factors influence our
recommendation:

e The applicant has been awarded state funding to more than cover the amount requested from the
EDA. Essentially, the State is “guaranteeing” the loan.

e The Croatian Hall has been a beloved local institution for many years, and is an important
thread in the fabric of South St. Paul life. These funds will help the business to sustainably
thrive and provide essential and desirable service to the community for generations to come.

e The proposal supports Goal #1 of the City’s 2022 Economic Development Strategy, which is to
“support existing SSP businesses” by encouraging “reinvestment and growth by existing
businesses”.

e While the loan does not represent a “Business Subsidy” by statutory definition, the proposal
meets a number of the purposes found in the City’s Subsidy Policy and other policies for
financial assistance:

o Encourage development of commercial areas in the City that will result in higher quality
development and private investment

o Retain job opportunities within the City

o Accelerate the redevelopment process to achieve development on sites that may not be
redeveloped without public financial assistance

o Enhance the economic diversity of the City and provide essential products and services
within the City.

Staff proposes approval of Resolution 2024 — 23, authorizing the execution of a loan to the business in
an amount not to exceed $150,000 for assistance with these improvements. If supported by the Council,
Staff would recommend that the loan be structured with a 24-month deferment (meaning the borrower
does not have any repayment obligation for 24 months after closing), zero percent (0%) interest, and a
balloon payment of $150,000 (or whatever the total borrowed amount is) at the end of the 24-month
period, prepayment allowed without penalty at any time.

FUNDING SOURCES AND OTHER FISCAL CONSIDERATIONS:

The City’s Development Loan Fund has sufficient cash balance to fully support the proposed loan. It is
fully expected that the State Grant will be the applicant’s primary source for repayment of the loan,
which is a very reliable source of repayment.

WHEREAS, the South St. Paul Economic Development Authority (the “EDA”) has determined
that the renovation of property at 445 2" Avenue South within the City of South St. Paul (the “Property”)
by Hrvatski Dom Association DBA Croatian Hall (“Borrower”) will benefit the City of South St. Paul
(the “City”) by preserving an historic property, retaining job opportunities within the City, and sustaining
the opportunity for businesses to provide desirable services to the community; and

WHEREAS, the Borrower has requested that the EDA utilize certain funds from the
Development Loan Fund Program to assist the Borrower with financing certain costs related to the
improvement of a commercial building located at the Property (‘“Project Costs™), subject to the execution
of a loan agreement between the EDA and the Borrower (“Loan Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, among the terms of any Loan Agreement will be a provision that the EDA would
provide financing for not more than $149,500 in Project Costs, to be fully repaid in a single balloon
payment without interest by the Borrower following an 18-month deferral period.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Economic Development Authority of the City
of South St. Paul that the EDA approves the extension of a credit facility to the Borrower, and authorizes
its Executive Director to prepare, execute, and record all required documentation to extend financing and
secure the EDA’s interests.

2 Grantee’s Duties

2.1 The Grantee, who is not a state employee, will comply with required grants management policies and
procedures set forth through Minn.Stat.§16B.97,

Subd. 4 (a) (1). The grantee will perform, in compliance with

Minnesota Session Laws-2024, Chapter 106, Article 4, Section 2, Subdivision 2 the duties specified in the budget,
budget narrative, and work plan project(s) submitted as part of the grant application and fully incorporated into this
grant contract.

2.2 Reimbursement is the method for obtaining grant payments. Expenditures eligible for reimbursement shall
meet the following criteria: a) deliverable items as stated in the approved Work Plan and Budget, b) incurred within
the grant period (Section 1.1 and 1.2), and c) have been paid.

2.3 All other supporting documentation (invoices, receipts and proof of payment) shall be maintained on file by the
Grantee and be available upon request by the State.

2.4 The grantee shall comply with the most recent version of the Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund Grant Guidelines.

2.5 Modifications greater than 10 percent of any line item in the most recently approved work plan and budget
requires prior approval from the State and must be indicated on submitted reports.

2.6 Modifications equal to or less than 10 percent of any line item are permitted without prior approval from the
State provided that such modification is indicated on submitted reports and that the total obligation of the State
for all compensation and reimbursements to Grantee shall not exceed the total obligation.

3 Time

3.1 The Grantee must comply with all the time requirements described in this grant contract agreeement. In the
performance of this grant contract agreement, time is of the essence.

3.2 The grantee is required to perform all of the duties cited within clause two “Grantee’s Duties” of this
agreement within the grant period. The State is not obligated to extend the grant period past the date specified
under Minnesota Session Laws-2024, Chapter 106, Article 4, Section 2, Subdivision 2.

4.1 Consideration. The State will pay for all services performed by the Grantee under this grant contract as follows:
a) Compensation: The total obligation to the Grantee is not to exceed Grant Amount.

b) Travel Expenses:

Reimbursement for travel and subsistence expenses actually and necessarily incurred by the Grantee as a result of
this grant contract provided that travel expenses comply with the most recently approved budget and that the
Grantee will be reimbursed for travel and subsistence expenses in the same manner and in no greater amount
than provided in the current "Commissioner’s Plan” promulgated by the Commissioner of Minnesota Management
and Budget (MMB). The Grantee will not be reimbursed for travel and subsistence expenses incurred outside
Minnesota unless it has received the State’s prior written approval for out of state travel. Minnesota will be
considered the home state for determining whether travel is out of state.

c) The Grantee must comply with the Minnesota Constitution, article XI, section 15, and may not substitute money
received from a legacy fund for a traditional source of funding.

d) Total Obligation
The total obligation of the State for all compensation and reimbursements to the Grantee under this grant contract
agreement will not exceed the amount awarded.

4.2 Payment
(a) Invoices
The State will promptly pay the Grantee after the Grantee presents, no earlier than the first day of each calendar

month, an invoice and reimbursement spreadsheet for the previous month’s eligible expenditures actually
performed, and the State’s Authorized Representative accepts the invoice and reimbursement spreadsheet.

Grantees must submit for reimbursement for any incurred expenses on at least a quarterly basis.

The grantee must submit full backup for reimbursement requests, including proof of service and proof of payment
for expenses incurred.

(b) Unexpended Funds
The Grantee must promptly return to the State any unexpended funds that have not been accounted for annually
in a financial report to the State due at grant closeout.

4.3 Contracting and Bidding Requirements

(a) Any services and/or materials that are expected to cost $100,000 or more must undergo a formal notice and
bidding process.
